e : - 2 Strakonice and bagpipes go hand in hand. The town is sometimes referred
: to be the piper’s or Schwanda’s town. Let’s set out together in the foot-
steps of the local bagpiping tradition and the famous piper Schwanda.

One legend says that not far from the castle Church of St. Procopius, where
the Na BI4té inn (or the chateau inn) once stood, Schwanda would often
play until dawn. When the faithful were praying during morning mass at
the church, the sound of Schwanda’s bagpipes could be heard as if com-
ing from directly behind the altar. And so the rumour goes and a song is
sung that about bagpipes being played behind the Strakonice altar.
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Even today, bagpipes can still be seen within Strakonice Castle. And not
one alone! The Museum of the Central Otava Basin hosts the largest
bagpipe exposition in the country. And, of course, you will also find in-
formation about bagpiper Schwanda.

Remember to check out the entire grounds of the 13th-century Strako-
nice Castle, which is the largest preserved castle compound in the Czech
Republic and majestically rises above the confluence of the Otava and
Volyrika rivers. The gothic cylindrical tower with an edge called Rumpal
is a look-out one and offer a magnificent view on the whole area of the
castle, town and the river basin of the Otava and the foothills of Sumava.
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
